I worked for the US internet major AOL from February 2003 to May 31st 2011  (8.3 yrs)
· February 2011 – May 2011: Assisted AOL Television in incorporating Hulu.com video content in ‘AOL TV’ articles. The Hulu videos I embedded received over 1.5 million streams per month in the 3 months I worked on the project. I had the knack to figure out what stories would get popular and selected appropriate videos to capitalize on the surge in traffic. The video streams helped contribute significantly to AOL Television’s incremental revenue. My stakeholders in the US were thrilled with the results I achieved in such a short period of time.
· May 2010 – January 2011: Managed a team of 14 editors (hired from 60-odd candidates whom I personally interviewed) to clean up data, verify and organize listings for the growing Patch.com network of hyper-local websites. Patch is a local news and information platform catering to communities and suburbs across America. It gave me an understanding of how to better target local businesses with content and ads relevant to them. Professionally, I had the great opportunity to manage a large team.
· Oct. 2007 – April 2010: Managed the Celebrity, Movies, and Games  channels for AOL’s ANZ portals (www.aol.com.au - now defunct). Managed interns, created original features, edited photos from various press agencies (Getty, Wireimage, AP, etc.) and actively promoted content using social media (detailed below). I also took on the managing editor’s role for the Australian and Indian editions of the men’s blog Asylum.com. CMS used were custom-built tools and AOL’s Blogsmith platform (also used by Engadget, Gadling, Joystiq, etc.)
· 2006 – September 2007: As the editor for AOL Yellowpages’ database of American retail outlets and small businesses, the tasks involved verification and updating of data entries. This project helped familiarize me with a lot of international brands and various website layouts. It also opened my eyes to how mapping websites function, as the data we worked on was also used in AOL’s Mapquest.com.
· June 2003 – early 2006: As an Editor at AOL Search (powered by Google), I analyzed search engine queries and categorization of keywords. Working on this project helped me understand search engine technologies and the different ways people look for information online. The classification and categorization of search keywords were all part of a process to serve related ads for matching search queries. 
· Early 2003: I began my career at AOL in the call center’s billing process, where I dealt with customer billing issues and customer retention of their largely American user base. I learnt how to deal with errant customers and understood the inner workings of a “customer care” BPO operation.
ACHIEVEMENTS  THAT  BROUGHT  ME  MUCH  FAME*
Using my presence on many social news sites such as Digg.com & Reddit.com, I generated traffic in excess of 36 million page views (PVs) to www.aol.com.au in our very first year of operations (2008). The traffic I generated led to senior management having to revise the annual target, which at first was 10 million PVs. Traffic from referral websites thereby helped increase awareness about AOL Australia, boosted its page rank among search engines and the portal gained readership at no additional cost to the company. As Facebook and Twitter grew into viable platforms for content distribution, I was quick to join the bandwagon and eventually became the “social media guy” everyone at office came to for lessons on how best to use the medium.
I was recognized several times by company senior management for my innovative ideas and stupendous results achieved. My achievements were even lauded during a special luncheon with AOL CEO Tim Armstrong, during his first visit to India in 2009.
